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Storytellers use storyboards to outline stories in a simple linear sequence.
Storyboards are used in filmmaking, animations, theatre, books and more
to allow the creator to organise the plot and present them in an orderly
manner. This technique merges both creative and imaginative thinking
with organisational and communication skills together.
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1. Learn a technique for organising and communicating
information and using storyboards as a tool for creative
storytelling and narration.

The six scenes in this activity booklet can be used in different ways
depending on the interest, age and developmental milestones achieved
by your child. Do use them again and again, even in the same activity, to
benefit from familiarity of the resource and hone creative and
communication skills. Choose from one of the three complexity levels to
start off with, but also do try them all, and come up with your own ways

Emerging

Pick any one of the scenes. Invite your child to describe the scene. Younger
children who are focusing on acquiring vocabulary are likely to focus on
naming things they see in the scene. Encourage the observation of tangible
details by asking about colour and size and spatial relationships.

Older children able to make inferences through their observations and
see intangible things in the scene such as relationships or cause and effect,
are ready to move on to the next level of complexity.

Developing

Use two scenes and present it in sequence for your child. Introduce the
concept that one scene takes place after the other. Invite your child to talk
about one scene, the other and ask questions about what happens in
between those two scenes, or the relationship between two consecutive
scenes. As your child gains more understanding of how storyboarding
works, increase the number of scenes used. Do visit this activity at different
times with different sequences to encourage flexible thinking and come
up with different interpretations of each scene depending on their position
in the sequence.

Some children may desire for the transition scenes they develop in their
minds to be visualised. The blank scene has been created to support this.
